NEW BUSINESS:

Lorraine Winfield of Blue Cross Blue Shield, First Priority Life gave a presentation regarding our healthcare plan and what possibly to expect in the coming year. The good news is shat early renewal provided a once a year rate hold and was able to keep same plan. We may keep this same plan in place until January 1, 2016, but we should anticipate an increase of 5-7%. Increase will depend upon utilization of medical loss ratio.  Renewal will take place 60 days prior to effective date (Nov. 1, 2014).  At that time we can look at options of deductible or plans provided by the AFA. Very rarely there is a decrease in cost but we can hope to remain the same.  Significant numbers have not signed up yet for healthcare.  Another thing that may temper it is Blue Cross is merging with Highmark. This merger will not happen for eighteen months. Some changes may drive up rates; but have not passed yet are age and smoking status.  Currently, no deductible.  Controlling cost will come in by placing a deductible or to go to age banning plan. We can look at the trade off, run out some options in the grandmother plan and the affordable care act. Perhaps even offering HRA.
