
MAHONING TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISOR’S MEETING

CALL TO ORDER:

John Wieczorek called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. at the Mahoning Township Building, 2685 Mahoning Drive East, Lehighton, PA 18235

Linda Benner made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 16, 2012 Board of Supervisors Workshop.  Seconded by Bruce Steigerwalt. John Wieczorek, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Linda Benner, yes and Franklin Ruch, yes 4-0 vote. Motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS:
Packerton Yards Land Development
Discussion over the sidewalks in the Packerton Yards project began with a question from John Wieczorek with regards to Carbon Engineering response letter to PennDOT’s comment letter.  PennDOT disagreed with the county advising at the time of the study it was noted no pedestrian traffic. Carbon Engineering advised that it is no longer an issue with PennDOT after several changes were made in the plan design as well as noting some of the constraints that were considered.  John Wieczorek addressed the county stating that the extension they agreed to was for the county to develop a plan that showed a walkway from Route 209 to the cul de sac at the end of Business Park Drive also noted there was no walkway from 209 to the railroad crossing although there was a walkway from the crossing throughout the park.  Ron Tirpak advised the plan showed the entire trail they were proposing.  The township wanted a walkway from Route 209 through out the park as well as a separation between it and the road and we got neither. John Wieczorek then questioned the insurance they obtained to indemnify the railroad for the crossing and the right of way that extends fifty feet beyond it.  Who is responsible if someone gets injured? Questioned if the county was going to provide insurance to the township.  Tirpak offered the solution to post no pedestrian traffic signs along 209 in to the park; we won’t accommodate pedestrian traffic there for safety reasons. Linda Benner said she could not imagine with industries going in, there would be no pedestrians. Bruce Steigerwalt asked if they would be adding crosswalks at the intersection from day one because no light would immediately be installed or required.  Ron Tirpak responded not until a light is required.  John Wieczorek then questioned Attorney Hughes if the county code is applicable to the project and if the county code overrides everything, why didn’t you just do it.  Attorney Hughes pointed out that the county wants to work with the township.  Bruce Steigerwalt said if they didn’t want to solve the impasse with the board they should go strictly by the code.  Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to withdraw all the waivers the township previously granted.  Failed for a lack of second. Ron Tirpak suggested through discussion that the shoulder could be painted into the park and then after the bridge it would become a four foot trail that could be five foot where it fit through to the cul de sac.  The county will prepare a new plan and submit to the township a plan showing the new suggestion.  Plan will go before the planners and then to the supervisors for approval.
