
MAHONING TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING

MINUTES


MARCH 5, 2014


CALL TO ORDER:
Franklin Ruch called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. at the Mahoning Township Building, 2685 Mahoning Drive East, Lehighton, PA 18235

CDBG PUBLIC HEARING

David Bodnar and Jennifer Hunsicker conducted public hearing for 2014 CDBG funds. For year 2014 Mahoning Township will receive $82,883.00 in Community Block Grant Funds. $14,918.00 is dedicated for administration and $67,965.00 for project implementation.  Funds will be used for selected projects in the township. The CDBG Program is to fulfill three objectives: Primarily to benefit low to moderate income people (LMI) 51% or more of the people in a project area must be low to moderate income.  Address slums or blight.  Meets a particular urgent community development need.  No project will be undertaken that will cause displacement of any individuals.  Jennifer Hunsicker shared that eligible activities and requests for projects must be made by the municipality utilizing the pre application form furnished by the county.  Pre applications are due by April 11, 2014.  The second public hearing will be held in June or July and formal applications will be submitted to DCED in August or September 2014.  Asked if there were any public questions.  
Bruce Steigerwalt, Supervisor asked what monies were left over from 2012 and what was available for 2013.  Jennifer Hunsicker answered 2012 funds are $67,427 and 2013 funds are$ 67,965. Questioned if the township bathrooms to make handi cap assessable could be a possible project and moving the police department downstairs. To what extent can we use the CDBG monies for updating the facility?  Jennifer will look into.  Also, Bruce shared that we would like to pave Westside Road this year and come back next year and do side streets and Center Road.  
PUBLIC COMMENT:

Ms. Cirecelli was present because she received an enforcement letter from Zoning Officer, Leroy Leibenguth.  Leroy shared that he received a complaint from a man in Jamestown regarding an addition to a house and a camp trailer with a 80 square foot roof attached all this work done with no permits.  Nicole’s argument is that the structure has been there for thirty years.  LeRoy instructed her that she needs to apply for a permit.  If denied she will have to go for a variance. Options are get a year and a name of when the garage was built, so we can help find if a zoning application was ever filed or make an application for a zoning permit.
