Peter Eisenbrown, LTL Consultants
Rex’ Bridge-May 2, 2014 Report: LTL Consultants performed inspection of Rex’s Bridge; he was provided NBIS Inspection Report.  Shared with the Board his review advising that the deck is the governing factor for that bridge.  The wood deck is rotting and is in poor condition and the steel beams are rusty. It’s not a scour issue or a steel beam issue. The deck is the limiting factor on the bridge.   Shared that our road crew is capable of doing this work and that PennDOT has a standard we would have to follow.  Pete provided pricing for different alternatives for replacement.  Try to keep it a bare bone rural bridge.  Directed to proceed forward with obtaining a GP11.

Westside Road-May 2, 2014 Report: 13 samples were taken, the only consistency we found was inconsistency. Our recommendation is to repair the worst areas.  Discussed base repair, paving scope, curbing, storm sewer, clogged inlets, and drainage.  Extent of project at this time 67,000.  Bruce Steigerwalt questioned a curbing ordinance, the life expectancy of a 1.5 wearing course and when do we have to spend the funding.  The project can be bigger with curbing, pipes and curb to curb paving.  Scope of project depends on funding.  Touch base with the county.  Check to see if we have any ordinances regarding curbing.  Correct issues of intentional blocking.
