CALL TO ORDER:

PROPOSED BUDGET 2015:

2015 proposed budget reflects a general fund totaling $1,553,255.00.  No tax increase is necessary to fund this amount.  The assessed valuation is $122,469,449.00.  The Board of Supervisors reviewed all funds.

Audie Mertz, Chief of Police gave input regarding proposed police budget.  The following requests were made:
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410.130 Requested an increase to seven full time officers but would be grateful for six full time officers.  The Board did not grant this requested increase 
410.150 Requested an increase in part time hourly rate.  The Board of Supervisors agreed to $16.50/hour. 

410.180 over time increase.  The Board of Supervisors did not grant this request

410.210 Request to increase to $4000, need two desks, one chair and filing cabinets.  The Board of Supervisors agreed to this request to increase to $4000.
410.242 Request increase to $2500 ammo and flares.  The Board of Supervisors agreed to this request to increase to $2500

410.260 Request increase to $4000, replace firearms and tasers.  The Board of Supervisors agreed to this request to increase to $4000.00

410.316 Request increase in lab fees to $5000.  The Board of Supervisors agreed to this request to increase to $5000
410.740 Decrease computer fund to $6,000
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430.313 Reduce engineering to $15,000
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459.110 Decrease to $250.00
