PUBLIC COMMENT:

Jack Finnegan, 706 Twin Crest Drive, Lehighton: Requesting status of Outdoor Wood Burners Ordinance. Recommit his interest to any future group. 

Skip Schneider, CEI Engineering was present on behalf of SuperWalmart to advise that since the last meeting he has talked to PennDOT and PennDOT has decided that they would like to accept the additional two square feet and the additional sixteen square feet.  What we are going to do is match the subdivision with the right of way plan. Chris Rother Project Manager of the Super Walmart was present to address T& M Assoc. comment letter of October 20, 2010. Question regarding the comment of permanent stormwater control has not been established in the detention pond. Skip Schneider replied that within each detention basin there is a permanent riser which is a thick concrete structure.  In front of that is a temporary riser that is for erosion and sedimentation control off of the construction site.  The temporary risers are still in because there are some locations that we are stabilizing with grass. Frank Ruch referenced T&M letter saying it appears that permanent stormwater has not been established.  Skip Schneider advised that permanent condition is there.  John questioned letter from PennDOT regarding remaining issues that need to be addressed and the thirty day test period.  Linda Benner questioned the water pressure.  Carl Faust advised that they tested the dry risers today.  There is proper pressure.  Carl Faust commented that he to date has not issued the occupancy permit because there are still some life safety issues.  Carl advised there are issues with the alarm system, emergency light issues and board in the alarm panel.  Carl questioned the Board, if the life safety issues pass tomorrow is it ok to issue them a temporary occupancy permit with any deficiencies that they have on their site plan?  Carl is present to see if the board is going to accept the site plan perspective.  Observations of plantings are different than what was called for.  Per Skip Schneider the blueprints do not call out evergreens. Observation of no water in the basin and it was noticed across the road on the Beltz Self Storage property.  Skip advised Basin A takes the most water, the western most basin is Basin C which takes stormwater from behind the store and the west of the store.
