They will be replacing the structurally deficient bridge.  The existing bridge was built in 1924.  In 1953 they widened the bridge. The road will keep current alignment incorporated with a four foot shoulder.  They will be closing the road and the proposed detour will be Fritz Valley Road to Church Hill Road to Ben Salem Road turn left on Mahoning Mountain Road this is a twelve mile detour. Work scheduled for August 2017 to January 2018.  Working starting in early spring and lasting to late fall.
