
MAHONING TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING

MINUTES


APRIL 2, 2014


CALL TO ORDER:
John Wieczorek called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. at the Mahoning Township Building, 2685 Mahoning Drive East, Lehighton, PA 18235

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Cindy and Victor Grosso, 380 Twin Hill Road, Lehighton: We are requesting an exemption from sewerage.  There is an existing home with a detached garage on 1.3 acre parcel.  Scott Bieber advised that we can install a second sewage system on the parcel and had an excavator do work for an elevated sand mound.   Leroy Leibenguth, Zoning Officer advised that we couldn’t do this.  We are present asking for clarification.  Leroy advised us that we cannot because you cannot have two dwellings on one tract. Township and state law states that two residences on a single property requires a land development plan.  The property is located in an R-2 zoning district and the permitted use is a single family detached dwelling and the density shall be on a lot of not less than one acre, one dwelling unit per acre.  Advised that they will not meet the density requirements, they will need a variance.  
Norman and Nicole Hibbler, 259 Center Street Lehighton:  In the process of trying to get permit for out building at 259 Center Street.  Leroy Leibenguth will be denying the permit, we don’t meet the setbacks.  However, the neighbor does not have any objections.  The trailer is not on tires.  Leroy was advised to give all the reasons why he is denying the permit in a denial letter and then they will know how to proceed forward.  
Gary Kuehner 1508 Beaver Run Road Lehighton: I own a 16 acre parcel and would like to build a new home.   There is an existing home on the property and I wish to rip it down when construction is complete.  Advised that he will have to disconnect septic and water cannot be used as a dwelling unit. LeRoy was advised to use the same verbiage provided by Attorney Nanovic for the Everett’s on Dead End Lane.
