PUBLIC COMMENT:
Gary Rosenberg owns a repair garage at 700 North First Street, Lehighton.  The past renter was North Coast Medical utilizing the space as an ambulance garage.  North Coast Medical is moving to Tamaqua and the new tenant will be utilizing the space as a repair garage. Mr. Rosenberg explained that he was advised that this is not a permitted use in this zoning district and that he would need to apply for a variance.  Attorney Nanovic instructed that he would need to go before the Zoning Hearing Board to request a variance.

John Wieczorek, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes; George Stawnyczyj, no and Linda Benner, yes 3-1 vote. Motion carried.  Linda Benner added for the record that the chief advised all three passed with flying colors.  George Stawnyczyj feels that the township’s probation period should be a year. 

Roller Quotes

Discussion took place with regards to a purchase of a new roller.  The Galion Roller finally bit the dust and we cannot get parts, they are no longer available.  Ronald Reeser looked into rentals and could not find any available and he also made contact with our neighbors to borrow their machine.  No luck in each of these endeavors.  He shared that he received a few quotes.  The best quote is from Medico Industries for a Case DV202 Vibratory Double Drum Asphalt Roller at a cost of $36,900.00.  Ronald Reeser also added that with this type of roller they will need to purchase a trailer to haul.

George Stawnyczyj made a motion to authorize the purchase of Case DV202 Double Drum Asphalt roller at a cost of $36,900.00 first payment due January 22, 2012 of $4,093.80, 3.99% interest 60 months payment made semi annual, costars discount applies.  Financing through FNB Commercial Leasing and the purchase of a Hudson Bro. 16.5 tilt trailer at a cost of $4,700.00 to be paid at the time of delivery.  Motion amended to include checking with Summit Hill Borough to see if they have a roller available to borrow for six weeks and to check with Penn Hazle Equipment for a used roller at a cost of no more than $10,000.00. Building Height Ordinance

Discussion took place with regards to the review made by the township and county planning commissions on the building height ordinance zoning amendment.  Lisa Carea was present on behalf of possible future Coordinated Health Building.  Her concern is that 2.5 stories is insufficient in commercial or industrial buildings.

George Stawnyczyj made a motion to recommend 3 stories with the Mahoning Township Planning Commission recommendation. I can go along with 50 ft and fire suppression, no matter how many stories.  Motion fails for lack of second

John Wieczorek made the motion to accept the recommendation of the Mahoning Township Planning Commission The motion is to recommend Section 116-44(A) and 116-64(H) four stories or 50 ft whichever is less and fire suppression for anything over 40 feet and everything else to be 40 ft.  Motion fails for lack of second. 
Supervisor Ruch would like some time to review their recommendations.
