The HOP is the most challenging, currently they are working through design issues related to proposed access street intersection with SR 0209.  PennDOT review letter received by the township the review letter comments kept increasing not decreasing.  Big issues of horizontal alignment and shoulder width.  We have agreement with easements and road layout with the Lehighton Water Authority.  Also we have archeological release form the Pennsylvania Historical and Museum Commission.  NPDES permit and E& S plan are both on hold for resubmitting due to PennDOT HOP status.  DEP approval letter dated September 20, 2010 remediation report.  Environmental Covenant has been executed by the commissioners and sent to the PA DEP on October 12, 2010 for their execution and notary. DEP approval of general permits for utility line stream crossings and pipe outfalls to Lehigh River and exemption from sewage planning module.  PPL easements letter of acceptance dated May 26, 2010.  The County Planning Commission approval with conditions on May 18, 2010.  Plan rejection by the Lehighton Borough (under litigation).  Mahoning Township plan under review.
