Curbing and Sidewalk Construction Repair Ordinance 

Discussion took place with regards to revised curbing and sidewalk construction repair ordinance and CDBG Project of Westside Road. Tom Nanovic re-wrote the ordinance to break it in two parts.   John Wieczorek has a difficult time telling residents of Westside that they have to tear out their curbing and put in new.  I don’t think it’s fair to impose a bill on those property owners. Bruce Steigerwalt shared that we have a project that needs to go out for bid.  Do we want to shorten up the project and do what we can with the money we got or do we want to use liquid fuels or general funds if we don’t have enough? Peter Eisenbrown emailed us a sample document for contract for professional services which would allow developers to submit escrow monies to the township if questions arise. The township would deposit fees into Subdivision and Land Development fund.  Shared the agreement with Tom to review.
