NEW BUSINESS
Mahoning Township Medical Campus Sketch Plan
Discussion of proposed project located along the west side of Route 443, 35 acre parcel (owned by Oscar Beck) to construct a medial campus (Coordinated Health).  Coordinated Health CEO, David Weikel provided presentation.   The short term facility would generate 75 new jobs and projected revenue of 13 million with 1.7 million dollar tax base that would be for the township.  The offices would create 50 additional jobs. He pointed out that Coordinated Health is a for-profit corporation that would be taxable and generate revenue for the township.  Carly Patterson of Pennoni Associates displayed conceptual plan of the three phase project. The first phase would be the short term surgery facility and offices.  The second phase would introduce a physician office building and the final phase would consist of another building to the west of the second building with its own entrance. Supervisor Steigerwalt has concerns of another traffic light along Rte 443 and suggested a possible easement from adjacent property owner Tom Beltz.  Questions of potential employment and how far the access is from the Superwalmart.
