COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Road Committee

Discussion with regards to road closed ahead signs and motorists driving thru while paving is being done.  The township is bound by Penndot Article 213.  How can we protect our road crew working out there? Suggestions of providing flaggers or sub contract out our paving.  
Provide copy of proposal from LTL regarding Rex’s Bridge to all supervisors.  Place on October 1, 2014 agenda.  

Road Department needs to do the shoulder work on Troxells Hill.
Summit Ridge upcoming battle of development agreement and securities.  Suggestion to have township engineer look at improvements to see the condition of road base; what actual work needs to be done and give a good number on that so if it does end up in default we have a sufficient dollar amount.  The base out there is 2-3 years old, with no top coat.  There is an issue that we do not have a complete set of drawings, previous engineer has them.
